The BIG Question

How Much Should I Ask for My Home?

This is such an important question, because if you ask too much, you won’t receive any offers.  If you ask too little, you leave money on the table that could have been yours.  

In order to price your property correctly, we do a thorough COMPARATIVE MARKET ANALYSIS to determine what similar properties have sold for within the last year.  Many properties are put on the market, and don’t sell, so we compare ONLY to THOSE THAT HAVE ACTUALLY SOLD.  We select homes with similar features, (number of bedrooms, garage spaces, pool, etc.,) neighborhoods that are nearby, and homes built within a similar time period.    In comparing the properties we can determine a price RANGE  your property might fall into—say between $200K to 230K, or 425K to 480K— any range that many of the recently sold comparable properties have fallen within.  Then, together, we can select a price that feels right to you.  

We will then carefully monitor the activity we see—are we having numerous showings, and maybe an offer within a couple of weeks?  If not, we can determine whether or not to adjust the price,  perhaps modify furniture placement, or make other changes that will increase the activity.
